All Ministry staff, visitors] contractors and other Person Conducting a Business or
Undertaking (PCBUs) with us are responsible for:

Undertaking tasks and activities in a way that meets or exceeds the standards
established by the Ministry;

Notifyirig their manager of any near miss, incident, or uncontrolled risk to people or
property

Stopping work and requesting guidance from their manager or a member of the
Health and Safety Committee before continuing any task when they identify a
condition or practice that creates serious safety or health risk; and

All Ministry members of the Senior Leadership Team, and Level 3 Managers are responsible
for providing resources to:

Health, Safety and Wellbeing System Guide

Purpose and scope

This guide outlines the Ministry’s systematic approach for managing health, safety and
wellbeing risks and our commitment to fostering wellbeing at work. This guide should be read
alongside the Health, Safety and Wellbeing Policy Statement and Strategy 2018/2020.

The Ministry is committed to providing a safe and healthy working environment that protects
people from harm and promotes wellbeing.

This policy applies to anyone undertaking work for the Ministry, including employees and
contractors. The Ministry also has health, safety and wellbeing responsibilities to ensure
others in the workplace such as visitors are protected from harm.

Harm includes, work-related injuries and health conditions, both physical and psychelogical.

Associated procedures and guides provide more detail about managing health, safety and
wellbeing.

Our Commitment and Vahfes

Introduction to the MihiStfy’s Health, Safety and Wellbeing System
The Ministry managés/health, safety and wellbeing through our health, safety and wellbeing
system.
The system¢has the following elements:

o keadership

o Risk Management

o Engagement & Worker Participation

o Wellbeing
Our system is lead and governed by our Senior Leadership Team (SLT), supported by
Human Resources (HR) and delivered through the collaborative efforts of managers and
workers. The Health, Safety and Wellbeing Committee (HS&W Committee) help to facilitate

the ongoing engagement and participation of workers. Our system is underpinned by a
process of continuous improvement
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Leadership
Leaders have a significant influence on health, safety and wellbeing by setting the direction,
allocating resources, demonstrating commitment and leading continuous improvement.

All leaders at the Ministry are accountable for leading, planning, reviewing and improving
health, safety and wellbeing so that it is part of everything we do.

SLT as “Officers” under the Health, Safety at Work Act, 2015, govern health and safety at the
Ministry. They have a duty of diligence to ensure the Ministry complies with health, safety
and wellbeing obligations.

Further details on leadership responsibilities are outlined in the responsibility section.

Risk management

The Ministry is responsible for taking steps so far as reasonably practicable to eliminate or
minimise risks in the workplace to ensure the health, safety and wellbeing of werkers.

Health, safety and wellbeing risks arise when workers become’@xposed to hazards.
A hazard is anything that can cause harm (iliness or injury)¢including‘a person’s behaviour.

Risks are the potential outcomes of hazards and are.determined by considering the
likelihood and potential consequence of uncontrolled*hazards.

The Ministry has a systematic approach forgnanaging risks’built around a continuous
improvement approach (depicted and described below):

Diagram 2: The Continuous Improvement Cycle for Managing Workplace risks
(Solrce: WorkSafe)

Our approach to risk management is proportionate. We will do what is reasonable, what is
practical and what we are able to do to eliminate or when this is not possible, minimise
risks. This involves balancing the level of risk and how much influence and control we have
in preventing it. Our focus will be on managing significant risks first.

Further Information on managing risks is found in the Health and Safety Risk Management
Procedure and Guide (under development).
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Risk management roles and responsibilities
The HS&W Committee, supported by HR will facilitate the systematic management of risk
across the Ministry.
However, everyone is expected to play a role in managing risks on the job by:
o being actively involved in identifying hazards and risks

o understanding common hazards and risks at work and the controls in place to
manage these

. promptly reporting hazards and risks

o identifying ways to eliminate or minimise risks.

Managers have a duty to manage health, safety and wellbeing risks for their teams. This
includes identifying, controlling and monitoring risks as part of day-to- day work and,when
introducing new working arrangements, significant projects or equipment.

Business Support and/or Digital and Knowledge will conduct risk assessments when
introducing new or modified equipment.

HR will maintain a risk register and provide information and advice to-facilitate the systematic
process of risk management.

SLT govern risk management and health and safety)performance to ensure our safety and
wellbeing system effectively controls risks.

Information, supervision and training

The Ministry will provide any information, training, istruction, and supervision that is needed
to protect all people in the workplace from any,work-related risks to their health, safety and
wellbeing.

Managers are responsible’for ensuring\that the workers, and others for whom they are
responsible have the knowledge, skills, awareness, and instructions that they need to protect
their own health and safety andthatef other people.

This includes ensuring that all workers who report to them complete a health, safety and
wellbeing induction.

Anyone hosting a visitor at the Ministry must provide emergency information and supervision
to ensure their health, safety and wellbeing. Hosts must comply with host responsibility
guidelines.

HR will enstice that the Ministry stays up-to-date with health, safety and wellbeing information
and guaidance and will ensure relevant information is communicated. HR will co-ordinate
Health, Safety and wellbeing training.

Accidents & Incidents

An accident — is an event at work that causes any person to be harmed. Accident refers to
an event itself rather than to the cause of the event producing the loss. While accidents are
usually sudden, gradual process injuries and health conditions can also result from
workplace hazards and must be reported.

Health, Safety and Wellbeing System Guide 4 May 2018



A near miss incident is an event at work that might have caused any person to be harmed.
For simplicity we refer to both accidents and “near miss” incidents as “incidents” in this guide.

All incidents must be immediately reported to a manager and recorded in writing through the
Ministry’s incident recording system as soon as possible (within 24 hours). The incident may
be reported by a person involved or someone who withessed the incident.

Reporting health, safety and wellbeing incidents, even when no one is hurt, is an essential
part of our continuous improvement approach to health and safety. Incident reporting helps
us to identify and manage risk, raise awareness and continuously learn and improve to avoid
future harm.

For this reason, the Ministry will treat health, safety and wellbeing incident reports primarily
as part of a “learning” culture. Self-reporting will only lead to disciplinary or other action,
following appropriate process, where individual actions are reckless, or part of a pattern‘of
repeated risky behaviours that the individual has failed to address over time.

Some health, safety and wellbeing incidents may also fall under the definition-of a security
incident. In such cases, the incident report will be shared with relevant parties in accordance
with the Security Incident Reporting Procedure.

Notifiable events — including death and certain serious injuries, illnesses or incidents, must
be reported to the Deputy Chief Executive, Corporate Sewices immediately. A manager will
report the event (in consultation with HR) to WorkSafe New Zealand as soon as possible
after the event.

Notifiable injury or illness — this is persenahinjury er illness caused at or by work that is
beyond a first aid level of treatment and. inCludes specific categories, for example:

o injury or iliness requiringimmediaté treatment as an in-patient in a hospital

o serious head injurygserious eye,ifjury, serious burn, amputation, spinal injury or
results in the loss, of avbodily-function

o serious infection attributable‘to carrying out work.

Notifiable incidents — include any*unplanned or uncontrolled incident that exposes workers
or another person to an imprinent serious risk to their health, safety and wellbeing. Examples
include: exposure to electrical.shocks; fires; explosions; the fall or release from height of any
object; the collapse or¢artial collapse of a structure; or any unexpected escape of gas or
steam.

Incident Investigation — all incidents, will be investigated to ensure lessons are learned and
appropriatections are taken to support workers and control risks. Investigations will be
tailored tothe,potential severity of the incident and specialist advice may be sought as
required.

See the Incident Investigation and Return to Work Procedures (Under Development) for
further information.
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Performance Monitoring and Reporting
The Ministry will systematically review health, safety and wellbeing performance and the
effectiveness of our system and implement actions for continuous improvement.

HR will provide reports and information, including incident data and trends to the HS&W
Committee and SLT for ongoing monitoring, discussion and planning. Health, safety and
wellbeing information and reporting will be published on Discover.

SLT will provide quarterly updates to the Risk and Assurance Committee.

The HS&W Committee and SLT will formally review the risk register and the performance of
the Ministry’s Health, Safety and Wellbeing system at least annually and following a
significant incident. This information will inform ongoing planning and improvements.

The Ministry will involve workers in this process and will communicate lessons learned“and
updated plans.

Engagement and worker participation
Worker engagement and participation in health and safety*has.a significant influence on
health, safety and wellbeing outcomes.

Engagement is how the Ministry involves our workers, in hedlthjysafety and wellbeing matters
and decisions.

Participation practices are the on-going/vays-for warkers to raise health, safety and
wellbeing concerns, be part of making/decisions that affect work health, safety and wellbeing,
and offer suggestions for improving.health, safety,and wellbeing.

The Ministry will facilitate participation and engagement in the following ways:

e communicating information/and decisions

e providing training@nd.resources

e seeking feedback

e providing opportunities\for/workers to contribute to decision-making

e supporting and resedrcing a health, safety and wellbeing committee.

We expect managers and workers to engage in ongoing dialogue about health, safety and
wellbeing matters+as part of what we do.

We enceurage workers to raise issues, provide feedback and offer suggestions to their
managerssWorkers may also raise issues with a Health, Safety and Wellbeing
Representative (HS&W Rep), a Union Delegate, HR, another manager or a member of SLT.

HS&W Reps are workers elected by the members of their work group to represent them on
health, safety and wellbeing matters.

HS&W Reps who have completed prescribed training have certain powers under the

HSAW Act, 2015. Further details about the role of HS&W Reps at the Ministry can be found
in the HS&W Committee Terms of Reference.
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The Health, Safety and Wellbeing Committee

The role of the HS&W Committee is to bring workers and managers together to consider
health, safety and wellbeing matters. The HS&W Committee will monitor the Ministry’s
performance, make recommendations for action, and promote health, safety and wellbeing.

Further details about the HS&W Committee are outlined in the Health, Safety and
Wellbeing Committee Terms of Reference.

Wellbeing

Workplace wellbeing is a broad concept that relates to all aspects of working life, including
the quality and safety of the physical environment, how people feel about their work, their
working environment, the climate at work and how work is organised. (International Labgur
Organisation).

At the Ministry we recognise that good work is good for wellbeing and wellbging is good for
work.

We strive to promote wellbeing by creating healthy work.and ashealthyswork environment.
Healthy work is stimulating, enjoyable and rewarding and contains-genuine challenges and
balance. We don’t expect work to meet all of these requirements, all)of the time, but overall
we expect our work and working conditions to enhance wellbeing.

We recognise that people bring their whole selves to werkiand support initiatives that
enhance wellbeing in life and work.

Responsibilities

Health, safety and wellbeing is in everyone’s best interests and everyone has a part to play.
The Health and Safety at Waork Acty 2015 sets out clear responsibilities for businesses,
senior leaders, workers and other people.in the workplace in relation to managing health,
safety and wellbeing risks and’ protecting people from harm. Further details can be found in
Table 1.

The Ministry

The Ministry as an entity issxconsidered a “Person Conducting a Business or Undertaking’
(PCUB) under the Health and Safety at Work Act, 2015 and is responsible for ensuring the
health, safety and.wellbeing of workers and others at risk from any work we carry out.

Workers

The Healthyand Safety at Work Act, 2015 defines workers as an individual who carries out
work for a\PCUB (in our case the Ministry). The definition is broad and includes employees
(including managers), contractors, subcontractors, volunteers and people gaining work
experience. Under the Act, workers and others in the workplace (such as visitors) have their
own health, safety and wellbeing duty to take reasonable care to keep themselves and
others healthy and safe when carrying out work.
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Senior Leadership Team
The Chief Executive and SLT lead and govern health, safety and wellbeing at the Ministry.
As leaders, they set the vision and direction for health, safety and wellbeing.

As “Officers” under the Health and Safety at Work Act, 2015, SLT has a duty of diligence to
ensure the ministry complies with its health and safety obligations.
Everyone working at the Ministry is expected to:

. take reasonable care for the health, safety and wellbeing of self and others

o understand and comply with our policies and procedures

. raise concerns, and report incidents, hazards and risks

o share knowledge about health, safety and wellbeing

o actively participate in our health, safety and wellbeing management system and
make health, safety and wellbeing part of everything we do.

In addition managers (including SLT) will:

o lead, plan, review and improve health, safety and wellbeing so'that it is part of
everything we do

o be accountable for the delivery of healthyjsafety and wellbeing policies, plans and
procedures in their team/s

o enable workers to participate inthe‘continugus/improvement of health, safety and
wellbeing.

In addition, SLT will:
. set the health, safety.and wellbeing vision

o ensure our health,'safety and,wellbeing management system effectively controls
risks

o ensure emergency and.evacuation procedures are in place and implemented
o ensure compliance with legal requirements

o be accountablefor health, safety and wellbeing at the Ministry.

Health, Safety and Wellbeing Representatives and Committee

Details of the, responsibilities of HS&W Reps and HS&W Committee are outlined in the
Health, Satety,and Wellbeing Committee Terms of Reference.

Human Resources

HR will provide technical advice and co-ordination to support the development, monitoring
and continuous improvement of the safety and wellbeing system.

HR will:

o support the development and maintenance of the health, safety and wellbeing
system

o work with the HS&W Committee to develop health, safety and wellbeing
strategies, plans and initiatives
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o keep up-to-date with health, safety and wellbeing knowledge and developments
and share this information with the SLT and HS&W Committee

o advise SLT on health, safety and wellbeing legislation and requirements

o advise and support managers to deliver their health, safety and wellbeing
responsibilities

. ensure accurate and timely reporting

o oversee accident/incident investigations and the escalation of these to SLT and
WorkSafe NZ as appropriate

o co-ordinate health, safety and wellbeing training
o support the HS&W Comm

Business Support
o work with HR and managers to monitor and coordinate reported hazards
o oversee management and maintenance of our facilities
o purchase ergonomic equipment as required

o manage and maintain emergency equipment-and processes — including first aid
kits, civil defence supplies, co-ordinating evacuation chair,and floor wardens
training.

When our transport system is
compromised, as we saw with e
extreme weather events £atlierin 2023,
the impacts are widely felt@cross fegioxs,
towns, businesses and whanau= M& tragic
loss of life, and devastation suffered in
rural and urban areas ledAo, anationwide
outpouring of aroha apd S€pport.

As part of the all-ofggo%e¥nment response,
Te Manata Waka joimed a rapid and
coordinated effort by central government
agencies apdJecdl government to support
affected,€ommunities. Work to restore
our transport network and increase
resilience against future weather events is
further supported by time-limited updates
to legislation so rebuild efforts can be
accelerated on damaged state highway and
rail infrastructure.

Transport has a major role to play in
minimising the effects of climate change
through emissions reduction across all
modes of transport. A transition awafnros
fossil fuels to locally generated repewalle
energy is crucial to reducing egaissi@ns in
the transport system.

This year, to gfiyéthe uplift\et Zero and low
emissions Jigh€ y€hiclgs iw the light vehicle
fleet, the Minjstry detiveged the Clean Car
Standare-which eomplements the Clean Car
Discotyt progfamme.

2022, the\prarket share of battery-electric
apd plug-iNaybrid cars in New Zealand was
almosy 2@ percent. In June 2023 new electric
veh[8e Sales accounted for almost half

(@7.7 percent) of all new passenger vehicle
fegistrations, making New Zealand one of
the fastest growing markets for EVs globally.

Over the past year Te Manatt Waka has
increased our focus on looking to the future
of transport and how our transport system
can be strengthened to meet the needs

of the generations to come. A notable
achievement is the passing of the Civil
Aviation Bill, a large and complex piece of
legislation that ensures our civil aviation
rules are fit for purpose in the 215 century.

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Public Transport
Operatmg Model (PTOM)

We reviewed the Public Transport
Operating Model (PTOM) to consider
whether it achieved the original objectives
and remained fit for purpose to support
the Government'’s objectives. The review
identified opportunities to align the
regulation of public transport with the
Government'’s desired outcomes and to
address known issues in the sector.

In August 2022, Cabinet agreed to replace
PTOM with the Sustainable Public Transport
Framework (SPTF) and agreed to progress
necessary legislative amendments. We
worked with the Parliamentary Counsel
Office to draft the Land Transport
Management (Regulation of Public
Transport) Amendment Bill, which Cabinet
approved for introduction in February 2023.
The Bill was introduced in March 2023 and
referred to the Transport and Infrastructure
Committee.

the Ministry extracts transport data from
the Greenhouse Gas Inventory. There is a
level of inherent uncertainty in reporting
greenhouse gas emissions. The scientific
knowledge and methodologies to determine
emissions factors and the processes to
calculate or estimate quantities of GHG
sources are still evolving, as are GHG
reporting and assurance standards.

The full disclosure on the New Zealand
greenhouse gas emissions, including
inventory uncertainties, methodologies
and assumptions used in the calculation,
are included in the NZ latest inventory
report: New Zealand's Greenhouse Gas
Inventory 1990-2020 | Ministry for the
Environment. Emissions estimates across
the entire time series are, at certain points
in time, recalculated due to improvements
introduced to the inventory.

Healthy and Safe People - active
transport modes measure

In previous annual reports, the Minist#'s
Healthy and Safe People long-termeeutCome
has been reported on, in part, throggh the
level of use of the walking and cycling active
modes. The data for that reportipig cagie
from Waka Kotahi cycle and paQestrian
counters. However, Waka' K&tahi has,made
us aware of issues With the datg quality
which cannot be addgessed.

For this, and future yearsfWe'are now
reporting on the percentage of trips that

are undertaken by, alking and cycling as
determined throdglr data collected by the
Ministry's HouSeRotd Travel Survey. This is a
survey thag thedMinistry has conducted for

a numbef of years. It is a continuous survey,
with datenctflected all year from a minimum
of #6676,households. The data we report
cover'trips made in the Auckland, Wellington
and Christchurch major urban areas. The
survey is designed to be representative at

a regional level on a three-year basis. Due

to changes that were made to the survey in
2018, for this 2022/23 annual report, we can
only report data for the 2018-21 and 2019-22
data points. Further three-year data points
will be able to be reported in future years.

Appropriation: Transport — Policy
advice, ministerial servicing,

The Transport - Policy advice, ministerial
servicing, governance and other functions'
appropriation is the Ministry’'s major
ongoing appropriation. It funds Ministry
work across a broad range of policy,
governance and other areas.

Policy and Governance advice

The Ministry's performance megstres for
our policy and governance gdviceytaken
together, provide a broad perspective on
our performance. Perfofmance measures
for our poligkand governearice advice work
cover greasiincluding:

- gUality of pOlignand governance advice
delivery against the Output Plan.

The measuUkes relating to Ministerial
satigfagtion reflect the perspective of
Ministers as the ‘commissioner’ and/or
recipient of the Ministry’'s advice. While the
measures for the quality of our policy and
governance advice provide a more technical
assessment of the quality of the advice

we provide, the measure for performance
against the Output Plan provides a third
lens: what was delivered during the year.

Ministerial Satisfaction measures

The Ministry has three measures in

this area:

+ satisfaction of the Transport Minister(s)
with the policy advice service

- satisfaction of the Minister(s) with the
governance advice service

- satisfaction of the Minister(s) with board
appointments’ advice.

The performance measure for Ministerial
satisfaction with the policy advice service is
mandated by Cabinet for all significant policy
agencies. A standard survey, developed

by the Department of Prime Minister and
Cabinet, is used for the survey. The Ministry's
approach is to survey a Minister who has
held their transport ministerial portfolio

for more than four months. Where more
than one Minister is surveyed, the Ministry
averages the scores received from Ministers.

The Ministry has developed its own survey
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for the satisfaction of the Minister(s) with
the governance advice service (this survey
also covers board appointments advice).
Again, the Ministry’s approach is to survey
a Minister who has held their transport
ministerial portfolio for more than four
months. Where more than one Minister is
surveyed, the Ministry averages the scores
from the Ministers.

The policy advice and governance advice
surveys both ask Ministers to answer a
series of questions using a five-point scale
(19 questions for the policy advice survey
and 12 questions for the governance advice
survey). The scale is: 1 = Never, 2 = Some of
the time, 3 = About half of the time, 4 = Most
of the time and 5 - Always. The surveys also
allow Ministers to provide other comments
about the advice services.

For 2022/23, the Ministry increased the
performance standard for the three
measures from an average score between
2 and 3, to an average score between 3
and 4 or higher. This change reflected th
Ministry's enhanced understanding of it
performance and the Ministerial

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Auckland Light Rail -
Detailed Planning Phase

The Auckland Light Rail project will

make it easier, faster and safer to move
around our biggest city. It will transform
neighbourhoods, fostering improved
connectivity for work and education,
creating new opportunities and residences
in thriving communities.

The work aims to unlock the urban
development potential along the corridor,
support the Government's target of
reaching net zero emissions by 2050
while integrating with the current and
future transport network.

In 2022, ALR Sponsoring Ministers agreed to
establish Auckland Light Rail Limited (ALRL)
with a primary purpose to produce a detailed
business case to inform a final investment
decision. A board of seven members with
diverse experience was appointed.

Significant progress has been made by, ALRL
in the development of the business cagé
including detailed assessment on $tation
locations and route alignment optioms.

The Ministry of Transport hdsdeveloped
and maintains oversight,0f.a cFoss-agersy
policy work programm@ ghat' will support
the delivery of the gfoject.

Bus driver terms and
conditions initiative

This work aims to support recruitment and
retention of bus drivers through improved
terms and conditions.

Progress made during the year to

June 2023:

In October 2022,
Cabinet agreed to draw down tpre, fagged
contingency funding to implementwage
increases. This supportedsincreases to
driver wages to at least $28 an hour in
most regions.

+ supportedhe devetepmient of a
Budgetwinitiative forfurther funding
throwgw Budget2023. The Government
provided ah additional $49.3 million
over thrée yedrs to implement further
improvements, including increasing wage
ratesre. $30 an hour in urban areas and
implementing a split shift allowance and
RIght time penal rate.

In December 2022, migrant bus drivers
became eligible for a time-limited
residence pathway through a sector
agreement, helping to address severe
driver shortages.

Bus driver wages increased from an average
of around $24 an hour in mid-2022 to an
average of around $28.50 an hour in May
2023. This represents an average increase
of around 19% in the last year.

The national bus driver shortage has
reduced from 860 in December 2022 to 328
in June 2023, with hundreds more drivers

in the process of being recruited and/or
trained. Many regions and operators now
have a full workforce.

We will work with Waka Kotahi to provide
advice to the Minister of Transport on

the use of the Budget 2023 funding to
implement further improvements to driver
terms and conditions.
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Clean Car Discount Review

The Clean Car Discount encourages the
purchase of low emissions vehicles by
applying charges to high emission vehicles,
with the revenue collected being used to
fund rebates on low emissions vehicles. The
scheme is considered best-practice globally.
In 2022/23, Te Manatt Waka identified the
need to review the scheme as rebates were
being paid out faster than revenue was
being collected from charges. Substantial
modelling and advice were provided to
Ministers, including an Interim Evaluation
Report, which resulted in an additional

$100 million funding to support the scheme,

and increases in charges and decreases
in rebates to make it more sustainable in
future. Overall, the scheme has proven
effective, with much higher uptake of
low emissions vehicles than originally
forecasted. We will continue to monitor
and review the scheme through 2023/24
to ensure settings are sustainable from a
financial perspective.

Clean Vehicle Standard

The Clean Car Standard is a key p

The Ministry worked with MBIE and

Waka Kotahi to establish a grant scheme
of $30 million in Budget 2023 for the
purchase of low emissions heavy vehicles,
including trucks, heavy vans and non-
public transport buses. The fund will be
administered by EECA.

Road freight decarbonisation is one of

the priority focus areas in the Aotearoa

New Zeland Freight and Supply Chain
Strategy. The Ministry will implement the
strategy’s initial actions, including a review of
the regulatory system to better enable zero
emissions heavy vehicles to operate on our
roads. The Freight Decarbonisation Unit will
also develop future actions to further enable
the road freight sector to decarbonise.

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Extension of the Maintaining
International Air Connectivity
scheme to 31 March 2023

The extension of the Maintaining
International Air Connectivity scheme to

31 March 2023 ensured that New Zealand's
air connectivity was maintained as air

travel returned following the impacts of the
COVID-19 pandemic. Funding was used to
support a range of airlines to continue flying
to key trading partners across the world,
ensuring New Zealand's air freight was able
to be moved while passenger numbers were

recovering to commercially sustainable levels.

The Ministry of Transport administered the
Maintaining International Air Connectivity
scheme and contracted seven airlines to
provide air services under the scheme to
over 18 destinations. As passenger demand
returned to commercially viable levels,
financial support was reduced and then
ceased on a market-by-market basis.

Future of the (Land Transport)
Revenue System

The Future of the Revenue Systammproject
looks to develop and implendent a newor
renewed, land transport revende system

by 2030 that will be fitfop pufpose fof

the next 20 to 30 yedhs. We are looking

at how transport revénue cotid bé more
sustainable in the context f dlimate change
and increasing cost pre§surnes.

We have undertakef patkground policy
work, including a(sgamof how other
jurisdictions ffig, their transport systems.
Advice has fotused on the issues and
challengé€s,our revenue system is facing,
principlgs and criteria for decision making
andoutlining different approaches to
raising revenue.

We also piloted two deliberative
consultation methods with Koi Ta: Centre
for Informed Futures at the University of
Auckland. The focus across both was to test
New Zealanders' views on ‘who should pay
for what' across the land transport system.

We expect to work up more detailed options
for a future revenue system and undertake
public engagement over 2024. Decisions
about our future approach to revenue*and
tools required would follow this, alohgwith
implementation planning.

Governance and Monitoring
for the New Zealand Upgrade
Programme - Transpart

Over the pdst year, the’/Ministry and the
Treaseihédve cantinued to work closely
witfhdeivery agencies, Waka Kotahi and
KiwiRall, to«deliver the New Zealand
Npgrade®Rrogramme. The programme as a
wholeghas faced a range of cost pressures
duetto'®ngoing material and labour cost
increases. While these are gradually
petlrning to longer term averages, cost
ehallenges remain. As such the Ministry has
continued to provide advice to the Minister
of Transport and the Minister of Finance on
significant decisions within the programme
and on how to manage cost escalation.
This includes assessing and providing
advice on significant business cases early
in 2023 as well as working on a revised
delegations structure to provide delivery
agencies with greater flexibility to manage
cost pressures within the programme. The
total programme budget is now sitting at
$8.978 billion with a focus on delivering
projects that are in or near delivery in order
to maximise outcomes within the fixed
funding constraints. Most projects within
the programme are now in delivery or in
implementation stage.
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Governance role and
board appointments

The Ministry provides the Minister of
Transport (and other Shareholding
Ministers) with a wide range of advice
that enables them to fulfil their statutory
duties. This is achieved by overseeing

the performance of Crown entities and
companies within the transport sector, and
managing the Crown’s relationship with
those entities, which includes supporting
regular engagement between the
responsible Ministers and Crown entities.

The entities within the transport portfolio
include: Waka Kotahi NZ Transport
Agency, Maritime New Zealand, the Civil

The delivery of fuel excise duty refundsis a
Ministry responsibility that is undertaken on
our behalf by Waka Kotahi.

In 2022/23 Waka Kotahi processed more
than 80,000 fuel excise duty refunds. The
sudden decrease in fuel excise duty in March
2022 resulted in a significant increase in
claims. The reduction required claims to be
lodged at both original and reduced prices,
adding an additional workload of 90 percent.
However, the implementation funding for
the changes enabled additional resources

to be brought on board in response to the
increased workload.

END-OF-YEAR PERFORMANCE INFORMATION

Waka Kotahi also enhanced their fuel excise
duty system in 2022/23. One benefit of

this has been enhanced reporting. This
addressed a calculation flaw in previous
reporting, which had inflated the average
processing time for fuel excise duty (FED)
refunds. The new reporting system,
introduced mid-year, included a recalculation
for all earlier months to provide an accurate
year end result.

City Rail lihk Limited (CRLL) is a jointly controlled Crown Entity company, co-funded by the
Governm&n#with Auckland Council, set up to design and construct the Auckland City Rail
Link«(af uhderground rail line between the city centre and the existing western line).

For the year ended 30 June 2023, CRLL recognised revenue of $6 million (2022:
$1.4 million), a deficit of $256 million (2022: $396 million), assets of $2,992 million
(2022 $2,346 million), liabilities of $72 million (2022: $79 million) and equity of
$2,920 million (2022: $2,267 million).

The Government's share of CRLL commitments excluding claims is $338 million (2022:
$470 million). The decrease in commitments in 2023 is due to the completion of capital
works during the year. During the year, a further $557 million of funding was committed
by the Government due to cost escalations in the project.

Note 9: Investment in the Northern Gateway Toll Road

The Crown contributed $158 million to the construction of the Northern Gateway toll road.
It issued infrastructure bonds to fund this. The toll revenue from the road is intended to
cover the costs of the bonds. Tolling began in February 2009 and this revenue is recorded
as other operational revenue in Vote Transport (Note 4).

It was agreed a notional account would be kept of the ‘cost’ of the project, with an estimated
interest rate charged on the contribution. The interest charge is calculated daily, based on

the outstanding balance, plus interest, less tolling revenue received. The interest rate used

is 2.85 percent - the weighted average cost of the Treasury’'s nominal bonds outstanding aS(l/
